	Objective(s)
	· The recorded can make on the fly recordings for immediate review

· Recordings are available for review without saving during the same recording period
· Recordings can be saved for later review

· Recordings can be saved as an MP3 audio file.

	Resources
	· A SmartMusic microphone placed for the best recording 
· Computer connected to projector and powered speakers

	Procedure
	· Without letting students know, record one of the method book lines. (Black out the screen so students can’t see what you are doing.)
· Teacher says something like “Wouldn’t be great to hear that?”

· Play the recording

· Show how the balance of the recording can be adjusted to hear the group or accompaniment more
· Get ready for all of the reactions!

· Discuss with the students the aspects of performance you are working on
· Discuss what could improve the overall performance
· Put SmartMusic back up on the screen

· Have the students play the same line and record
· Listen to the second recording and once again get feedback from the students
· Select and listen to the first recording.

· Select and listen to the second recording

· Have students evaluate and compare the two recordings

	Follow up activities
	· Demonstrate how to Keep a recording 
· Demonstrate how to save a recording as an MP3

· Encourage students to record themselves and share the best with family. Email them if they want!
· Save recordings from the very beginning and then play them occasionally so students can hear that they are progressing.

· Have students play a line at the end of the year that was recorded at the beginning of the year.

· Extend this activity to the digital recorder in Practice Tools.
